Finding Beauty in a Broken World, Terry Tempest Williams

This broken world we live in is fragmented in as
many ways as we can think of to use the word.
Community is the opposite of fragmentation and
whether observing a clan of prairie dogs on the
brink of extinction, a village in Rwanda torn and
bloodied beyond comprehension, or hundreds of
seemingly unrelated tessera waiting to become
whole, Terry Tempest Williams manages to find
meaning where none seemed possible in this brilliant and timely
book.

No one can really
make sense of our ragtag population of animals nearing extinction,
humans who react with incredible savagery one minute, kindness
the next, but Terry Tempest Williams comes as close as anyone
could.

The witty wordsmith and author of Assassination
Vacation turns her attention to the writings of the
early founders of Massachusetts. In Vowell’s eyes,
the Puritans are a much more nuanced group than
their stereotype as the stern forbidding religious
fanatics of history. She reveals their inner selves
through the vast narrative they left; she is particu-
larly fond of John Winthrop, one of the major fig-
ures of his time and a man whose writings still resonate. I can’t think
of a better guide to our Puritan godfathers than the totally delightful
Vowell.

Stardust, Joseph Kanon

World War IT goes to Hollywood in this Kanon mystery. It is 1945,
and the war has ended in Europe, but vestiges of death camps and
the ravages of bombed-out cities remain. Ben
Collier, member of a film family and an army
filmmaker, goes to Hollywood to say goodbye to
his dying brother and finds himself in the midst
of Hollywood intrigue. His brother dies under
mysterious circumstances, and Ben sets out to
learn why. This is 1940s Hollywood, complete
with movie stars, movie moguls, a German-
Jewish enclave, and an anti-Communist witch
hunt. A fast read despite its complicated plot,
this book should appeal to readers of WWII history, the golden age
of moviemaking, and the rise of McCarthyism in America. - Wendy

Master of Shadows, Mark Lamster

Peter Paul Rubens gave his name to the English language in the
form of the Rubenesque beauty; however, Master of Shadows is not
about the artist’s love of painting or women; it

is about his diplomatic machinations in 17th
century Europe and England. Rubens’ charm-
ing style and skill as a painter gave him access
to the royal courts of Europe during a time of
war in the Netherlands. Rubens was a respected
and modest burger and artist of Antwerp who
became a respected and modest negotiator from
Holland to Spain to France to England. This tale

of Rubens’ negotiations during a violent era filled with nationalist
fervor and sectarian violence confirms the adage, “The more things
change, the more they stay the same.

Rizzo’s War, Lou Manfredo

There are clean cops and dirty cops and then there’s Joe Rizzo. Joe is
the kind of cop who puts away the bad guys, calls in favors when he
needs them and tries to break only five rules a day. He’s on Internal
Affairs’ radar, but Joe considers himself and his
fellow officers chemotherapy for the cancer of
petty crime that ails New York City. So he’s wary
when city councilman Daily has him and his new
partner Mike McQueen assigned to an off-the-
books search to find Daily’s messed-up runaway
daughter. Can Rizzo and McQueen handle the
fallout that their investigation is about to gener-
ate? Manfredo’s gritty debut thriller strips away
the car chases and gun fights of TV cop shows and takes you deep
into the nuts and bolts of police work, and, as Rizzo tells his young
partner, “There’s no wrong. There’s no right. There just is” — Paula

Everyone clams
up (pun intended) in this clam-fishing commu-
nity, and when the incomparable Ellettra turns

out to have a cousin there, she insists on visiting
said cousin in order to help. Brunetti, who wor-
ries helplessly back at the questura—about Ellettra’s safety and his
own motives for his concern—is even more disarming than usual.
